· You will sit one examination paper.

· The paper will last 1 hour 30 minutes.

· You will write your answers on the exam paper.

Make sure you have read and fully understood the question, you may need to read this more than once to make sure you have understood.  Once you have answered the question read your answer and the question again, ask yourself “Have I answered the question? Am I making sense?”
